The project will look into different eras of childhood and how each era’s society has impacted its youth. I will be looking into children’s nursery rhymes and their hidden, rather morbid, meanings. As well as the idea of broken toys and things that are out of proportion, much like a child trying on their parent’s clothes. I will emphasize the idea of children trying to become something they are not yet ready to become as they dream of being more like mummy and daddy. I will begin to take apart toys myself and recreate them to be something they are not, I will place beloved story characters into scenes of todays violent society and record images of toys out of proportion through a use of mixed media and collage. I will collate and portray my primary and secondary research through print samples, textural samples leading to my final outcome, which is currently being envisioned as a garment or set of garments portraying parts massively over sized and others way to small, linking in the earlier idea of children trying to become something they are not yet ready to become.

· Look into nursery rhymes and their hidden meanings focus on the contrast of past and present ones and comment on whether they were more morbid then or now.
