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My intention for my work is to create unique and innovative garment designs, through inspiration of marriage, harmony and discord, love and hate, and family life. My garments are on the body designs, which are composed of varied materials due to the different areas developed.  Using delicate, pure and simple materials, integrated with more robust and vibrant textures, enforced the theme of strong bonds in marriage, but alternately showing break up and confusion, expressing miscommunication. Moving my project forward I looked at common everyday materials, to create unique and original samples, linking  colour and shape, to the embedded family photos. I also explored the conceptual idea of ‘Tying the Knot’ by creating Macrame knots using thick, rough rope. Hopefully the ideas would appeal to a wide audience to be exhibited or shown as developed designs or garments. 

Due to the pandemic, I focused on photos and materials found at home, but I was unable to source the materials and equipment to use to produce a final garment. Working in isolation has been challenging but support from tutors has helped keep things flowing and in perspective.  

Adapting to the coronavirus situation, I explored avenues and used materials that aren’t immediately obvious. I experimented with everything I thought possible to create unique outcomes. However, I was more conscious about wasting resources therefore the outcomes were generally more ecologically friendly and less costly. It is undoubtedly more difficult working in isolation, as I’ve missed the buzz of a creative environment and opportunities to be involved with inspiring individuals.  The challenge of technical limitations such as printing, scanning, heat press and knit machines limits possibilities also.  However, I was grateful to be focused and challenged to keep my creativity moving a purposeful. This brought out unexpected outcomes and encouraged me to learn new skills. It’s made me appreciate how important a creative outlet is to me. Even with the uncertainty of how the work will be assessed, I realise the importance as a creative individual, to accomplish and finish the project to a high standard and feel fulfilled and successful.
